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Information Sheet for PhD Candidates from Abroad

The University of Bremen awards the following doctorates:


Doctor of Philosophy

(Dr. phil.)


Doctor of Science

(Dr. rer.nat.)


Doctor of Engineering

(Dr. Ing.)


Doctor of Economics and Social Science

(Dr. rer.pol.)


Doctor of Law

(Dr. jur.)

2. Doctoral (PhD) programmes are governed by the regulations for doctoral degrees. There are basically two different ways to obtain a doctoral degree:

· Applicants who still have to write their doctoral dissertation submit an application to be accepted as PhD candidates 

· Applicants who have already completed their doctoral dissertation can submit their thesis and apply for immediate admission to the doctoral examination. In such cases, however, great difficulty may be experienced in finding a professor who is prepared to act as referee.

In addition to the dissertation candidates are also expected to attend a colloquium, at which selected issues from the field and associated thematic areas are dealt with that are not actually subject of the dissertation.

3. Prerequisites for admission to PhD programmes at the University of Bremen are:

· The candidate must previously have completed an academic course of studies lasting at least eight semesters that bears a meaningful correlation with the subject of the dissertation,

· The candidate must already have obtained a first degree.

Inn order to verify whether these prerequisites are actually fulfilled, in particular whether studies at a university abroad can be accepted for admission to a PhD programme at the University of Bremen, candidates should ensure they submit their written applications to the pertinent examining committee in good time (see appendix for list and addresses). Applications must include an officially certified German translation of the original degree certificate, an officially certified copy of the original, as well as copies of certificates referring to the subjects studied to date and the marks awarded – likewise with German translations.

4. As a rule, admission to a PhD programme is attached to the expectation that the candidates will spend some time in Bremen conducting research. The following points should therefore be observed:

· Submit your application well in time, i.e. at least one year before the planned beginning of your proposed research in the Federal Republic of Germany at the University of Bremen. It is important to clarify whether there will be adequate consultation available to conduct your research and whether the prerequisites for admission to a PhD programme exist (cf. 3.). be sure to describe the object of your thesis as precisely as possible; once you have found a professor prepared to act as referee you can discuss all further matters concerning the actual thesis with that person.

· Be sure you have a good command of German, preferably before arriving here, since as a rule German is the language of delivers in coursework and lectures (the examining committee may under certain circumstances grant permission for your actual dissertation to be submitted in another language, whereby English is currently the best possibility).

· Funding your stay. The University of Bremen has a limited number of grants available for PhD students. These grants are for a period of three years and are allocated on the basis of recommendations made by the Faculties and the research focus.

5. Once the points under 3. and 4. have been clarified you can proceed by submitting an application for admission to the PhD programme to the pertinent examining committee. Your application must include the following officially certified documents (translated into German or German originals):

· Degree Certificate(s),

· Curriculum Vitae and academic records (including overview of subjects studied to date and marks awarded),

· List of academic publications - where applicable,

· Summary paper on the issue under investigation, working hypotheses, research methods and work steps for the proposed dissertation,

· Where possible, proposals for persons prepared to referee the dissertation. These must be drawn from professors who are members of the University of Bremen. 

Further details concerning procedures involved with doctoral programmes can be obtained from the secretary’s office of the pertinent examining committee.
